A PROGRAMMABLE THERMOSTAT is ideal
for individuals and families who are away
from home during set periods of time
throughout the week, such as during
work or school. Through proper use of
preprogrammed settings, the average
American household can save about $180
every year in energy costs. 

The same efficiencies can be achieved
at night by lowering the temperature
when everyone is snuggled up under
blankets and then having the thermostat
warm the house up a bit when morning
comes.

It is a common misconception that it
takes more energy to heat up a cold
house than it does to keep a house
warm all the time. Turning down the
heater will always save energy (as will
turning up the air conditioner tempera-
ture in summer). 

Heat moves from hot to cold, and the
rate of heat transfer increases with
greater temperature differences between
inside and out. Smaller temperature dif-
ferences between your house and outside
generally means you’ll lose less heat (or
air conditioning) from inside the house to
the outside. Therefore, you will save
energy by only heating or cooling as
much as necessary for the occupants and
time of day. 

A programmable thermostat can
begin to heat or cool your home 30–60
minutes before you get home, so the
temperature is just right when you arrive. 

Why We Plan Outages

HAVE YOU EVER RECEIVED a notification from the folks here at
CECA informing you of a planned outage? You may have won-

dered, “What is a planned outage?” and “Why does my electric co-op need to sched-
ule an outage?” 

Occasionally, the equipment we use to bring power to your home needs to be
replaced, repaired or updated. The necessary work often cannot be done without de-
energizing the lines and cutting power temporarily. When we need to do such work,
as a way to keep our crews and you safe, we plan an interruption to electric service. 

We do our best to plan these outages during times when members will be least
inconvenienced, so we often perform planned outages during school and business
hours. We also try to avoid planning these outages during winter or summer months.
We understand that these are the times of the year when you depend most heavily on
running your heating and cooling units.

Although slightly inconvenient, a planned outage is actually beneficial to you.
Regular system upgrades are necessary for optimal performance, and they increase
reliability. Repairing and upgrading our equipment is also critical to maintaining
public safety. If older lines need to be replaced, we plan and schedule the work, notify
the members who will be affected, then repair or replace the equipment—and that
helps keep everyone safe.

Planned outages also allow us to keep you informed of when and how long you will
be without power. We can notify you several days before an outage, so you can be pre-
pared. We also keep you aware of when line crews will be working in your area.

Here at CECA, we want to make sure we are doing everything we can to keep you
safe and keep our system running smoothly. So the next time you hear about a
planned outage, know that it is one of the best ways we can provide you with quality
electric service.

Our offices will be closed Thursday and Friday, 
November 26–27, to allow our employees time
to celebrate the holiday with their families.
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AS THANKSGIVING AND Christmas
approach, use these tips to ensure that
your home is ready for all of the festive
activities of the holiday season.

Fire Safety
Test your smoke alarms monthly and
make sure that your house is protected by
an adequate number of working alarms.

Smoke alarms should be installed in
each bedroom, outside each sleeping
area and on every level of your home.

Share your fire escape plan, including
the location of your outside meeting
place, with your overnight guests. 

Keep halls, stairs and doorways prop-
erly illuminated and free of clutter and
other objects that could hinder an
escape during a fire emergency.

Decorating Safety
Avoid overloading electrical outlets,
which can overheat and cause a fire.

Do not place extension cords where
they could be tripping hazards.

Do not run extension cords under
rugs or furniture.

Keep all decorations at least 3 feet
away from heat sources, including space
heaters and fireplaces.

Keep young visitors in mind: Place
cords, breakables, candles and other
potentially dangerous items out of chil-
dren’s reach.

Turn off and unplug all decorations
before leaving home or going to sleep.

Use only weatherproof electrical
devices for outside activities. Protect
outdoor electrical devices from moisture.

Heating Equipment Safety
Have your heating system inspected
annually by a licensed professional.

Use space heaters properly and
safely. Keep them out of high-traffic
areas and at least 3 feet from anything
that can burn.

Do not leave a space heater running
unattended. Turn off space heaters and
unplug them when you leave the room
or go to sleep.

Never leave an open flame, including
a fireplace, unattended.

Child Safety
When hosting small children, be sure to
put items out of reach that might pres-
ent a choking hazard—coins, jewelry and
especially small batteries, which carry
an added risk if ingested.

Move all cleaning products and other
dangerous items out of reach of children
and store them in a locked area.

Set your water heater temperature to
120 degrees to reduce the risk of scalding.

Install tamper-resistant receptacles
to prevent electrical shocks and burns,
and use safety covers on unused outlets.

Never allow children to play with
electrical decorations or cords.

Electrical Safety
Outdoor outlets should be protected
with GFCI technology to reduce the risk
of electric shock.

Avoid overloading electrical outlets,
which can overheat and cause a fire.

Check outlets regularly for problems,
including overheating, loose connec-
tions, reversed polarity or corrosion.

Cooking Safety
Stay in the kitchen when frying, grilling
or broiling. 

Keep young children at least 3 feet
away from cooking appliances.

Keep towels, potholders and curtains
away from hot surfaces.

Wear short or close-fitting sleeves.
Loose clothing can catch fire.
